
What is the AVID Program? 
 

AVID stands for Advancement Via Individual Determination.  AVID is a program for students who are 
determined to be successful in honors and advanced courses in school, yet are aware that they may not 
have acquired all the skills they need to do so. 
 
Students entering our AVID program are 

 Committed to studying and completing homework every night (about 30 minutes in each 
academic subject) 

 Willing to take on the responsibilities necessary to succeed in college preparatory courses 

 Desiring to attend a four year college when they graduate from Pedro Menendez High School 
 
Successful students in our AVID program are those students willing to learn new study skills and use 
them on a daily basis.  The most important study skill taught and used in AVID include 

 Cornell Notes 

 Higher level questioning by the students of the teachers on a daily basis 

 Participation in tutorials inside the AVID classroom  
 
Successful students in AVID have not necessarily been in honors courses prior to entering high school.  
However, they have been students who consistently are willing to complete assignments on time with 
their best efforts.  The AVID teachers at Menendez will equip you for success in honors and advanced 
courses—but it takes the individual effort and determination of the student to complete the task.
